lowa Lutheran School Tuition Organization Announces Timelines for Applications

Pending approval by the ILSTO Board,
the deadline for the first round of appli-
cations for families to apply for ILSTO
funds will be May 1. Any applications
postmarked later than May 1, 2010,
will not be reviewed until August 2010.

By June 5, 2010, the ILSTO will notify
schools which families will be receiving
assistance and how much.

The second round of applications is due
August 1. Anything postmarked later
than this date will not be considered

at all, unless the ILSTO has more funds
than are requested (don’t count on it).

What does this mean for CLS families
who wish to apply for ILSTO?

The deadlines are hard and fast this
year. When they say May 1, they mean
May 1.

ALL families must attach a tax return
with their application. If there is no tax
return with your application, your appli-
cation will not be considered unless you
state the reason for not having return

and unless you provide them with an in-

come amount.

If you anticipate a change in your income,
please note that on your application. If the
number of children in your home is different
than the number of children listed on your ap-
plication, please provide an explanation.

The school office has applications for 2010-11,
or you can download one from the ILSTO web-
site.

IMPORTANT: If you are planning to apply
for SPICE, please make a photocopy of your
ILSTO application and turn that in along with
your SPICE application. SPICE applications
won’t be accepted until next fall so put that
photocopy in a safe place until then.

A Call to Action for CLS Parents!

Several developments in our state political scene threaten our schools and the lower-income families that
attend them. Please read on to learn how you can help preserve our programs and schools.

Educational Opportunities Act: This Act created the School Tuition Organization (STO) Tax Credit
Program in 2006. Donors to an STO receive a 65% state income tax credit and the STOs in turn
distribute these funds in tuition grants to lower-income students to attend a nonpublic school of their
choice. This program has removed financial barriers and made nonpublic schools an option for lowa
families who would not otherwise be able to afford them.

In 2009 alone, 9,624 students received tuition grants totaling $9,226,072 to attend Catholic,
Lutheran, Christian and Independent schools across lowa.

The Governor’'s Tax Credit Review Panel recently recommended that the STO program be capped at $5
million in credits, rather than the present $7.5 million, and also asks that the tax credit percentage for
donors be reduced from 65% to 40%. This would be a dramatic change for the STO program. It would
reduce the number of children we can help through the Educational Opportunity scholarships, increase
the difficulty of fundraising and could potentially cost the state much more than it would save. Many
families may be forced to leave our schools. It also sets a bad precedent as demand already exceeds our
capacity to help.

Tuition and Textbook Credit: This credit is provided for both public and nonpublic school parents of all
income levels. It allows for a tax credit of up to 25% of the first $1,000 a parent spends on each K-12
child’s tuition, textbooks and extra-curricular activities such as sports, choir, and driver's education. For
many families this credit is significant. The Governor’s Tax Credit Review Panel has recommended that
this program be limited to families with $45,000 in gross annual income. This would eliminate a great
number of families from being able to claim this credit. Children would not be able to participate in extra-
curricular activities because of an inability to pay fees. For some families, it could mean the choice of
attending school or not.

BOTH OF THESE TAX CREDIT REDUCTIONS ARE EXPECTED TO BE INCORPORATED INTO
BILLS DURING THIS LEGISLATIVE SESSION!
