Thrivent GivingPlus Program ending in December 2009

Thrivent has announced that its GivingPlus program will end in a few months and will be replaced by another program
called Thrivent Choice. The new program is expected to launch sometime in April 2010. So what does that mean for you
and CLS? With the GivingPlus program, when a Thrivent member dontated $50 or more to CLS, whether through a me-
morial, SPICE or just a general monetary donation, the office sent the donor a one-page form to complete and send back
to Thrivent. After verifying membership, Thrivent would then send CLS a 50% match of the donation. For example, if
Bill Gates donated $500 to our computer lab to purchase some Microsoft software, and if he was a Thrivent member, I’d
send Bill a Thrivent form, highlight the portions to fill out and then provide him with an addressed, stamped envelope to
send the form to Thrivent. (Granted, Bill could probably afford his own stamp, as well as a donation of more than $500).
Then when Thrivent received Bill’s form and verified that he was, indeed, a member, Thrivent would cut CLS a check for
$250. Under the new program, the 50% match is gone, gone, gone like freight train, gone like yesterday, gone like a sol-
dier in the Civil War BANG BANG! gone like a 69 Cadillac, like all the good things that ain’t ever comin’ back. But I
digress....Under the new plan, you will no longer have to make a donation first to the nonprofit before the Thrivent dona-
tion is available. Instead, Thrivent will use a formula of some type and base it on the number of products/policies that
you have with them to determine how many Choice Dollars your membership yielded. The company will contact you
with the amount and ask you which Lutheran nonprofit you would like the money directed to. So when Thrivent contacts
you to find out where you want the Choice Dollars to go, make sure you designate one or more Lutheran nonprofits, such
as CLS or your church congregation. If you don’t, the money does not get distributed.

In the meantime, there is still some money left in the GivingPlus pot through the end of the year, but it will likely be de-
pleted before then. If you’d like to make a donation to CLS and you’re a Thrivent member, please do so sooner rather
than later if you want to take advantage of the 50% match.
